1. (1) This Act may be called the Uttar Pradesh Public Services (Tribu-
nals) (Amendment) Act, 1980. 

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on the first day of 
June, 1977. 

of 	2. In section 2 of the Uttar Pradesh Public Services (Tribunals) Act, 
1976, hereinafter referred to as the principal Act; in clause (b), for sub-
clause (iii), the following sub-clause shall be sybatituted,. namely :— 

"dii) any other corporation owned or controlled by the State Govern-
ment (including any company as defined in section 3 of the Companies 
Act, 1956 in which not less than fifty per cent of paid up share capital 
is held by the State Government) but does not include— 

a person in the pay or service of any other company ; or 

a member of the All India Services or other Central Services;". 

3. 	In section 3 of the principal Act— 

in sub-section (3), for the words "who is or has been or is quali-
fied to be a Judge of a High Court", the words "who is a Serving 
Judge of the High Court or is qualified to be appointed as such Judge" 
shall be substituted. 

in sub-section (4), for the proviso, the following proviso shall be 
substituted, namely : 

"Provided that where a Serving Judge of the High Court is 
appointed as a Judicial Member, he shall be appointed as Chair-
man."; 

for sub-section (5), the following sub-section shall be substituted, 

namely:— 
"(5) The provisions of rule 56 of the Uttar Pradesh Fundamental 

Rules, published in the Financial Handbook Volume H (Parts II to 
IV) shall continue to apply to every member of the Tribunal as they 
apply to any other Government servant of the same grade, rank or 
cadre: 

Provided that a Judicial Member referred to in the proviso to 
sub-section (4) shall continue to hold office till he attains the age

(2) Every reference to the Tribunal under section 4 of the principal Act 
made by a member of the All India Services or any other Central Services before 
July 31, 1980 and pending before the Tribunal on the said date shall be disposed 
of in accordance with the provisions of the principal Act as amended by this 
Act.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any action taken under 
the principal Act as amended by the Ordinance referred to in sub-section (1), 
shall be deemed to have been done or taken under the corresponding provisions 
of the principal Act as amended by this Act as if the provisions of this Act were 
in force at all material times.
