In order. to remove difficulty i the enforcement of certain provisions of the Uttar Pradesr
Zamindari Abofition and Land Reforms Act, 1950 it has been decided to aménd the said Act to provide fo
authorising the State Government to accord post facto approval for the transfer of land in excess of 5 0586
Hectares (12.5 Acres) in favour of a Registered Co-operative Society or an inStitmion established for.;
“charitable purpose or in the interest of general pubiic on paymem of an amount as fine, equal to-twenty.
five per cem of the cost of the land and fdr validating, on application, ransfer of the fragments not ehierg
in revenue records, in favour of State Government, Opportimity is being availed of correcting a clericy
mistake in Hindi version of the said Act.
