(6) Subject to the provisions of this Act, the emoluments and other conditions
of service of the Vice-Chancellor shall be such as may be prescribed. .

* (7) The Vice-Chancellor shall not be entitled to the benefit of any pension,
insurance or provident fund.

(8) The State Government may appomt any sultable person to the office of
Vice-Chancellor for a term not exceeding six months if the vacancy in the office of
Vice-Chancellor occirs or is likely to occur by reason of leave or any other cause, not
being resignation or expiry of term, of which a report shall forthwith be made by the
Registrar to the Chairperson of the General Council.

(9) If in the opinion of the General Council, the Vice-Chancellor wilfully omits
or refuses to carry out the provisions of this Act or abuses the powers vested in him, or if
it otherwise appears to the General Council that the continuance of the Vice-Chancellor
in office is detrimental to the interest of the University, it may, after making proper
inquiry which shall be completed preferably within six months, recommend the removal
of the Vice-Chancellor to the Chancellor by an order. The Chancellor may remove the
Vice-Chancellor from the office.

(10} During the pendency or contemplation of any inquiry referred to in
sub-section (9) the State Government may order that till further orders,-

(a) such Vice-Chancellor shall refrain from performing the functions of the
office of Vice-Chancellor, but shall continue to get the emoluments to which he
was otherwise entitled under sub-section ( 6) .

(b) the functions of the office of the V;ce-Chancellor shall be performed by
the.person specified in the order.

{(11) The Vice-Chancellor shall,—

(i) collect the incomes, disburse the payments and maintain the accounts of
the University ;

(i) ensure that the registers of buildings , lands items of furniture and
equipments are maintained up to date and that stock checking of  equipment
and other consumable material is conducted regularly in the University ;

(k) probe into any unauthorized expenditure and other financial
irregularities and suggest to the competent authonty, dlscnphnary action against
persons at fault;

() perform such other duties in respect of financial matters as may be
assigned to him by the Executive Council or the Vice-Chancellor.

(3) In the event of the post of the Finance Officer remammg vacant for any

. reason, the Vice-Chancellor may authorize any officer in the service of the University
to exercise such powers, functions and duties of the Finance Officer as he deems fit.

(4) The Finance Officer shall have access to such records and documents and
he may require the production of such records and decuments and the furnishing of
such information pertaining to affairs of the University as in his opinion shall be
necessary for the discharge of his duties.
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15.(1) Subject to the Statutes made for the purpose every other officer or
employee of the University shall be appointed under written contract setting out the
conditions of service as prescribed by the Statutes which shall be lodged with the
University and a copy thereof shall be furnished to the officer or employee concerned.

(2) Any dispute arising out of the contract between the University and any of
its officers or employees shall, at the request of the officer or the employee concerned, -
or at the instance of the University be referred to a Tribunal for arbitration consisting of
three members-appointed by the Executive Council as prescribed by the Ordinances.

(3) A nominated member of the General Council shall cease to be a member,
if he resigns or becomes of unsound mind, or becomes insolvent or is convicted of a
criminal offence involving moral turpitude or if a2 member other than the Vice-

consecutive meetings of the. General Council without the leave granted by the
Chairperson or acts against the interests of the University.

(4) A nominated member of General Council may resign his office by a letter

(2) The Vice-Chancellor shall be the Chairperson of the Executive Council
and the Registrar shall be the Secretary of the Executive Council.

23, (1) Where-a person has become a member of the Executive Council by
reason of the office or appointment he holds, his membership shall terminate when he
ceases to hold that office or appointment.

(2) A nominated member of the Executive Council shall cease to be a

(5) Any vacancy in the Executive Council shall be filled either by
appointment or nomination, as the case may be, by the respective authority empowered
to make such appointment or nomination and on the expiry of the period of the
vacancy such appointment or nomination shall cease to be effective.

(vi) to transfer or accept transfers of any movable or immovable property on
behalf of the University:

Provided that no immovable property shall be transferred to the third party
without the prior approval of the State Government;

(vii) to enter into, vary, carryout and cancel contracts on behalf of the
University and for that purpose to appoint such officers as it may deem fit;

(viii) to provide the buildings, premises, furniture and apparatus and other
means needed for carrying on the work of the University;

(ix) to entertain, adjudicate and to redress any grievances.of the Officers, the
teachers, students and employees of the University who may, for any reason,
feel aggrieved, ‘

(x) to appoint examiners and moderators, and if necessary to remove them
and to fix their fees, emoluments and traveling and other allowances, after
consulting the Academic Council;

(xi) to select a common seal for the University and to provide for the custody
of the seal;

(xif) to make such statutes as may, from time to time be considered necessary
for regulating the affairs and the management of the University and to alter,
modify and to rescind them;

(xiii) to delegate any of its powers except the powers to make statutes to any
Officer or Authority either temporarily or permanently; and

(xiv) to exercise such other powers and to perform such other duties as may
be conferred or imposed on it by or under this Act.

25. (1) The Executive Council may, by statutes, provide for reservations of seats
to the residents of the State of Uttar Pradesh and members of Scheduled Castes,
Sclieduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes as defined in the Uttar Pradesh Public
Services (Reservation for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward
Classes) Act, 1994 in admission to the various courses.

(4) A member of the Academic Council shall cease to be a member thereof if he
resigns or becomes of unsound mind or becomes insolvent or is convicted of a criminal
offence involving moral turpitude or if a member other than the Vice Chancellor or a
member of faculty accepts full time appointment in the University or if he fails to attend
three consecutive meetings of the Academic Council without the leave of the

(3) No order under sub-section (1) shail L:¢ called in question in any council on
the ground that no difficulty as is referred to in sub-section (1) existed or required to be
removed.

" 57. The State Government may transfer to the University buildings, lands and Transfer of
any other property whether movable or immovable for use and management by the Property
University on such conditions and subject to such limitations as the State Government
may deem fit for the purposes of this Act.

58. Whenever the University receives funds, from any Government, the Spomsored
University Grants Commission or other agencies sponsoring a scheme to be executed by schemes
the University, notwithstanding anything in this Act and Statutes,

(a) the amount so reccived shall be kept by the University separately
from the Fund of the University and utilized only for the purposes of the scheme ; and
(b) the staff required to execute the scheme shall be recruited in
accordance with the terms and conditions stipulated by the sponsoring
organization. .
59. The University shall have power to grant Degrees, Diplomas and other Grant of degree,

academic distinctions and titles under this Act. mploma ete. by
the University

60, If not less than two - third of the members of Academic Council, recommend Honorary
that an honorary degree or academic distinction be conferred on any person on the ground €8
that he is in their opinion by reason of eminent attainment and position, fit and proper to
receive such degrees or academic distinction, the General Council may by a resolution,
decide that the same may be conferred on the person recommended.
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61. (1) The General Council, may, on the recommendation of the Executive
Council, withdraw any distinction, degree diploma or privilege conferred on or granted to
any person by a resolution passed by the majority of the total membership of the General
Council and by a majority of not less than two - third of the members of the General
Council present and voting at the meeting, if such person has been convicted by a Court
of law, for an offence , which in the opinion of the General Council involves moral
turpitude or if he has been guilty of gross - misconduct.

(2) No action under this section shall be taken against any person unless he has
been given an opportunity to show cause against the action proposed to be taken.

(3) A copy of the resolution passed by the General Council shall be immediately
sent to the person concerned.

{4) Any person aggrieved by the decision taken by the General Council may
appeal to the Chancellor within thirty days from the date of the receipt of such resolution.

(5) The decision of the Chancellor in such appeal shall be final. -

62, (1) The State Government shall have the power to cause an inspection to be
made by such person or persons as it may direct of the University, its buildings,
libraries, laboratories, museum, workshop, and equipments, institution or centre
maintained and also of the teaching, and other works conducted by the University and of
the conduct of examination held by the University, and to cause an inquiry to be made in
like manner in respect of any matter connected with the administration, academic affairs
and finances of the University. :

{2) The State Governmnent shall in every matter referred to in
sub-section (1) give notice to the University of its intention to cause an inspection or an
inquiry to be made and the University shall be entitled to be represented thereat.

(3) The State Government shall communicate to the University its views with
reference to results of such inspection or inquiry and advise the University for the
action to be taken in the matter.

{4) Where the University does not, within the reasonable time, take action to the
satisfaction of the State Government, the State Government may issue such
directions to the University as it thinks fit and the University shall comply with such
directions.

63. (1) The Uttar Pradesh Jagadguru Rambhadracharya Divyang U-P. Actno. 32
University Act, 200! (Act no. 32 of 2001) and the Uttar Pradesh gfrj&"a‘nfc‘r’m 3
Jagadguru Rambhadracharya Divyang State Umversny Ordinance, 2023 ..., .
are hereby repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal all appointment made, orders
issued, degrees and other academic distinctions conferred, diplomas and
certificates awarded, privileges granted, or other things done (including
the registration of graduates) under the Uttar Pradesh Jagadguru
Rambhadracharya Divyang University Act, 2001 ( U.P. Act no. 32
of 2001) shall be deemed to have been respectively made, issued, R
conferred, awarded, granted or done under the corresponding provisions of
this “Ordinance and, bxcept as otherwise provided by this Ordinance or
the Statutes, continue in force unless and until they are superseded by any
order made under this Ordinance or the Statutes.

(3) Notwithstanding such repeal anything done or any action taken.

Under the Uttar Pradesh Jagadguru Rambhadracharya Divyang State
University Ordinance, 2023 shall be deemed to have been done or taken
under the corresponding provision of this Act.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Uttar Pradesh Jagadguru Rambhadracharya Divyang University Act, 2001 (U.P. Act no. 32 of

2001) has been enacted to establish and incc:rporate a University sponsored by Jagadguru
‘Rambhadracharya Divyang Siksha Sansthan, Chitrakoot Dham in the State.

Due to his inability to operate the University owing to his old age and limited financial resources,

the Chancellor of Jagadguru Rambhadracharya Divyang University requested the State Government to
,incorporate it as a State University. '

In view of the above, the memorandum of understanding between the State Government and the
Chancellor Raghviyo Jagadguru Swami Rambhadracharya to incorporate and establish the aforesaid
University as a State University was approved by the Cabinet on 31.01.2023. On the basis of the said
memor:;mdum' of Understanding, it was decided to establish Jagadguru Rambhadracharya Divyang

» Vishwavidyalaya as a State University.

- lSince_ the State Legislature was not in session and immediate legislative action was necessary to
implement the aforesaid decision, the Uttar Pradesh J agadguru Rambhadracharya Divyang
Vishwavidyalaya Ordinance, 2023 (Uttar Pradesh Ordinance no. 13 of 2023} was promulgated by the
Governor on July 18, 20;3.

The Uttar Pradesh Jagadguru Rambhadracharya Divyang State University, Bill 2023 is introduced
to replace the aforesaid Ordinance.
