Ir is HEREBY enacted in the Twenty-fifth Year of the Republic Of India 
as follows 

1. (1) This Act may be called the Northern India Canal 
(Uttar Pradesh Amendment) Act, 1974. 

(2) It extends to the whole of Uttar Pradesh. 
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2. 	After 
section 30-E of the Northern India Canal and Drainage Act, 1873, as amended in its application to Uttar Pradesh, the following section shall be inserted, namely :— 

"30-EE. (1) In any area covered by the Command of the Gandak, the 
Special provi. Sharda Sahayak or the Ram Ganga Irrigation Project or 6
1mMrespect of any other major project specified in this behalf by the 
major irrigation State Government by notification in the Gazette, the projects. 

Divisional Canal Officer of the Irrigation Division may 
prepare a scheme containing the particulars referred to in section 30-A, 
and thereupon he may take all such steps as may be necessary for the 
implementation of the scheme, and cause to be constructed and carried out water-courses and all works connected therewith in accordance with the 
scheme, and nothing in sections 30-B, 30-C, 30-D and 30-E, shall apply in relation to such scheme. 

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions of sub-
. 

section (1), the Divisional Canal Officer may— 

apply to the requisitioning authority under the U. P. 
Rural Development (Requisitioning of Land) Act, 1948, to requisition 
any land required for implementation of- the scheme; or 

move the State Government to acquire under the Land Acqui-
sition Act; 1894, any land required for the implementation of the scheme; or 

(e) take action both under clauses (a) and (b), namely, to have the land requisitioned in the first instance, and thereafter acquired. 

(3) The Divisional Canal Officer may delegate his functions under sub-section (2) to a Sub-Divisional Canal Officer. 

(4) The provisions of sections 30-F, 30-G and 3.6-A, shall apply in 
relation to a scheme prepared under this section and to water-courses 
and other works constructed under such scheme as they apply to any 
scheme referred to in sections 30-A, 30-B, 30-C, 30-D and 30-E and to , 	 water-courses and other works constructed in accordance therewith."
