{f) “law relating to land tenures” means the Uttar Pradesh Zamin-
dari Abolition and Land Reforms Act, 1950, the Uttar Pradesh Urban
Areas and Land Reforms Act, 1956, the Jaunsar-Bawar Zamindari
Abolition and Land Reforms Act, 1956, the Kumaun and Uttarakhand
Zamindari Abolition and Land Reforms Act, 1960, the Uttar Pradesh
Consolidation of Holdings Act, 1953 or the U. P. Imposition of Ceiling
on Land Holdings Act, 1960, as amended from time to time;

(g) “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act.

CHAPTER 2
Rights of agriculturists to alienate land or interest in land in favour of banks

3. The State Government may, by notification in the Gazette, vest, subject
to such restrictions as may be specified in the notification, all sirdars, gsomis
or Government Jessees or any class of sirdars, asamis or Government lessees with
rights of alienation in land held under their tenure or any interest in such Jand,
including the right to create a charge or mortgage on such land or interest, in
favour of banks generally or any spccified class of banks for the purpose of obtain- .
ing financial assistance from such banks, and upon the issue of such notification,
such sirdars, asamis or Government lessees shall, notwithstanding anything
contained in the law relating to land tenures or in the Government Grants Act,
1895 (as amended in its application to Uttar Pradesh) any other Jaw or in any
contract, grant or other instrument to the contrary, have a right of alienation ip
accordance with the terms of the potification. .
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4, (1) It shall be lawful for an agriculturist to create a charge on the mov-
able property owned by him or on the crops raised by him, standing or otherwise,
or other produce from land cultivated by him, to the extent of his interest therein,
in' favour of a bank to secure financial assistance from that bank, notwithstanding
that he miay not be owner of the land on and from which the crop is raised.

(2) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in section 39 of the Uttar Pra-
desh Co-operative Societies Act, 1965 or any other law for the time being in force,
po charge in respect of any debt or other outstanding demand due to a co-operative
socicty from an agriculturist shall have priority over a charge on the crop raised
by him, standing or otherwise, or any other raovable property in respect of any
financial assistancc given to him by a bank provided the financial assistance made
bythe bapk isprior in point of time to the debt or demand of the co-operative
society. -

5. Nowwithstanding anything contained in any law for the time being in
force, a bank may distrain and sell through an official of the State Government,
authorised in that behalf by the State Govenment by notification in the Gazerre
the crop or other produce or other movables charged in favour of the bank to
the extent of the agriculturist’s interest therein, and after satisfying the Govern-
ment dues or other prior charges, if any, appropriatc the proceeds of such sale
to the extent of the moneys due to it from the agriculturist and in such case the
remainder, if any, shall be paid to the agriculturist. )

6. (1) Where an agriculturist creates a charge on land, or any other immov-
able property which he owns or in which he has an interest to secure any financial
assistance given to him hy a bank, he may-make a declaration on a duly stamped
paper in the form set out in the Schedule or as near thereto as circumstances
permit, declaring that thereby he creates in favour of the bank a charge on such
land or his interest therein or other immovable property, as the case may be.

(2) A declaration made under sub-scction (1) may be varied from time to time
by the agriculturist with the consent of the bank in whose favour the declara-
tion has been made. ’

CHAPTER 3
Charges and mortgages in favour of banks znd their prioritiés

7. Notwithstanding anything to- the contrary contained in section 39 of
the Uttar Pradesh Co-operative Societies Act, 1965 or section 22 of the Uttar
Pradesh Co-operative Land Development Bank Act, 1964 or any other law for
the time being in force and notwithstanding that any land or interest therein
stands already charged or mortgaged to a co-operative society, it shall be lawful
for an agriculturist to create a charge or mortgage on such land ot interest therein
in favour of a bank as security for any financial assistance given to the agri-
culturists by that bank. :

8. (1) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in section 39 of the Uttar
Pradesh Co-operative Societies Act, 1965 or section 18 of the Uttar Pradesh Co-
operative Land Development Banks Act, 1964 or any other law for the time being
in force— '

" (@) any charge or mortgage created on any land or intercst therein
in favour of Government shall have priority over any other charge or
mortgage that may have been created on such land or interest by an agri-
culturist in favour of a bank or co-operative society prior to the date the
charge or mortgage was created in favour of the Government;

(b) any charge or morigage created on any land or interest therein in
favour of a bank in respect of financial assistance given to an agriculturist
by that bank shall have priority over any other charge or mortgage that
may have been created on such tdnd or interest in favour of any person
other than Government, a co-operative society or any other bank, prior
to the date on which the charge or mortgage was created in favour of thav
bank;

(¢) where different charges or mortgages over the same land or interest
therein have been created by an agriculturist in favour of a co-operative
society or a bank or more than one bank, any such charge or mortagage
created as security for financial assistance given by the co-operative society
or the bank or banks by way of term loan for development purposes shall
have priority over the other charges or mortgages created in favour of the co-
operative society or any of the banks, provided prior notice of any such
financial assistance by way of term loan for development purposes had
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been given to such co-operative society or bank and such co-operative
society or bank had concurred in such financial assistance, and where
more than one such charge or mortgage is created as security for financial
assistance given by way of term loan, the charges or mortgages by way of
security for term loan for development purposes shall rank for priority
in accordance with the dates of their creation.

Explanation—For the purposes of this section, “term loan for deve-
lopment purpose”™ means financial assistance which would generally
lead to improvement of agriculture or building up of assets in agriculture
but does not include financial assistance for meeting working capital
expenses, seasonal agricuitural operations and marketing of crops.

(2) Nothing in this section shall apply to borrowings only from one or more
co-operative societies, including land development banks or the State Land Deve-
lopment Bank as defined in the Uttar Pradesh Co-operative Land Development
Banks Act, 1964, '

9. (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Registration Act,
1908, a charge in respect of which a declaiation has been made under sub-section
(1) of section 6 or in respect of which a variation has been made under sub-section
{2) of that section, or a mortgage of any land or interest therein or other immov-
able property exccuted by an agriculturist in favour of a bank in respect of
financial assistance piven by that bank, shall be deemed to have been duly regis-
tered in accordance with the provisions of that Act with effect from the date of
executicn of such charge, variation or mortgage, as the case may be, provded
the bank has sent ta the Sub-Registrar within the local limits of whose jurisdiction
the whole or any part of the property charged or mortgaged is situate, within a
period of one month from the date of such execution, by registered post acknow-
ledgment due, a copy of the document creating such charge, variation or mortgage
duly certified to be a true copy by an employee of the bank authorised to sign on its
behalf and the Sub-Registrar has filed it in Book No. 1 prescribed under section .
51 of the Registration Act, 1908. ' : oo

(2) The Sub-Registrar receiving a declaration in respect of .charge, variation
or mortgage referred to in sub-scction (1) shall, as immediatcly as practicable on
receipt thereof, and after ascertaining that the document containing the declaration,
variation or mortgage, as the case may be, has becn made on a duly stamped
paper, file its copy in Book No.l prescribed under section 51 of the Registration
Act; 1908.

(3) Where the Sub-Registrar is of opinion that the declaration, variation
or mortgage, as the case may be, has not been made on a duly stamped paper,
he shall send back the copy of the document to the bank requiring it to get the de-
ficiency in stamp duty made good by the agriculturist within thirty days or within -
such extended time as the Sub-Registrar may allow in that behalf.

(4) After the defisiency in stamp has becn made good, the Bank shall send
the copy of the document again to the Sub-Registrar in thc manner laid down
in sub-section (1) and thereupon the Sub-Registrar shall file the copy in Book no. 1
in accordance with the provisions of sub-section (2). .

(5) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Registration Act,
1908, it shall not be necessary for the agriculturist or any officer of the bank
1o appear in person or by agent in any registration office in any proceeding coun-
nected with the registration of the document or to sign as provided in section
58 of the said Act.

10. (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in any-law relating to land
tenures or any other law for the time being in force, an agriculturist who has
availed himself of financial assistance from a bank by creating a charge or mort-
gage on land or interest therein shall not, so long as the financial assistance
continues to be outstanding, lease or create any tenancy rights on such
land or interest therein without prior permission in writing of the bank nor
shall any such rights accrue to any person during that period by reason of
unauthorised occupation or adverse posscssion over such land or interest.

(2) Any lease granted or tenancy rights created in contravention of this
section shall be void..

CHAPTER 4
Recovery of ducs by banks

11. (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in any law for the time being
in force, an officer specified by the State Governinent by notification in the Gazette
(hercinafter referred to as the prescribed authority) may, on the application of
a bank, make an order on any agriculturist or his heir or lcgal representative,
directing the payment of any sum due to the bank on account of financial assis-
tance given to the agriculturist, by the sale of any land or any interest therein which
isjcharged or mortgaged for the payment of such money : .

Provided that no order of sale shall be made under this sub-section unless the

- agriculturist or the heir or legal representative of the agriculturist, as the case may

be, has been served with a notice by the prescribed authority calling upon him
to pay the amount due.

(2) An order passed by the prescribed authority shall, subject to the result
. of appeal-under section 12, be final .and be binding on. the ..parties.

(3) Every order passed by the prescribed authority in terms of sub-section
(1) or by the appellate authority under section 12 shall be decmed to be a decree
of a civil court and shall be executed in the same manner as a decree of such court
by the civil court having jurisdiction.

(4) No suit for the recovery of any sum due to a bank on’account of financial
assistance given to an agriculturist shali lie in the civil court.

12. (1) Any party aggrieved by an order of the prescribed authority under
section 11 may, within a period of thirty days from the date of the order prefer
an appeal to such appellate authority as may be specified by the State Govern-
ment by notification in the Gazerte.

(2) The appeliate authority may, after giving an opportunity of hearing to
the parties, pass such order as it think fit.

CHAPTER §
Financing of Co-operative Socicties by banks

13. Inthis Chapter, Registrar means the Registrar of- Co-operative Societies,
Uttar Pradesh, and includes, except where the context otherwise requires, any
other officer exercising the powers of Registrar of Co-operative Societies under
the Uttar Pradesh Co-operative Societies® Act, 1963,

14. (1) A bank shall have the right to inspect the hooks of any co-operative
society which has either applied to the bank for financial assistance or is indebted
to the bank on account of financial assistance granted earlier. -

(2) The inspection may be carried out by an officer or any other member
of the paid stafl of the bank with the previous sanction in writing of the Registrar,

.(3) Such officer or other member of the staff of the bank, shall, at all
reasonable times, have access to the books of accounts, documents, sceurities,
cash and other properties belonging 1o or in the custody of the co-operative
society and shall also be supplied by such society such information, statements and
returns as may be required by him to assess the financial condition of the socicty
and the safety of financial assistance made or proposed to be made to the society.

15. (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Uttar Pradcsh Co-
operative Societies Act, 1965 or any other law for the timc being in force, any
dispute touching the constitution, management or the business of a co-operative
society, between a bank giving financial assistance 1o a Co-operative Socicly and
the Co-operative Society receiving such assistance, other than disputes regarding
the disciplinary action taken by the society or its committee against a paid employec
of the society, shall be referred by either of the parties to the dispute to the Re-
gistrar for decision,

f(Z) Where any question arises whether, for purposes of the foregoing sub-
section, a matter rcferred to for decision is a dispute or not, the question shali
be decided by the Registrar whose decision shall be final,

16. (1) If the Registrar is satisfied that any matter referred to him or brought
to his notice is a dispute within the meaning of section 15, the Registrar shall
gec:ige the dispute himself or refer it for disposal to any other officer nominated

y him. ’
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(2) Where any dispute is referred under the foregoing sub-section for decision
to ;the Registrar’s nominee the Registrar may at aay time, for reasoas to be re-
corded in writing, withdraw such dispate from his jnominee and may Jdecide the
i‘zi;p.ﬁ.e imszlf or refer it again for decision to any other officer nominated by

m.

(3) The Registrar may, if he is of the opinioa that the question at issue batween
& co-operative socicty and a bank is one involving complicated qusstion of law and
fact, by order stay action undezr sub-szction (1), until thz quastion has bezea tried
by a regular suit instituted by ong of the parties to the dispute. [f, however, no

suit is instituted withia two months of such order, the Registrar shall take action
as is provided in sub-section (1),

17. (1) When the dispute is referred for decision, the Registrar ot his nomines
may, after giving a reasonable opportunity to the parties to the dispute to . be
heard, make an award in respzct of the dispute, the expenses incucred by the
parties to the dispute in connection with the proceedings and fees, expzaszs payabls
to the Registrar or his nominee. Such an award shall not be invalid merely on
the ground that it was made after the dexpicy of the period fixed for deciding the.
dispute by the Registrar and shall, subject only to appeal to the Co-operative

Tribunal constituted under section 95 of the Uttar Pradesh Co-operative Socicties
Act, 1965, be binding on ths parties to the dispute.

{2) Nothing in the Arbitration Act, 1940, shall apply to such reference or
appeal.

(3) Any person aggrieved by an award of the Registrar or his nomines inay
within thirty days after the date on which the award is communicated to such
person appeal to the Tribunal.

(4) The Tribunal after hearing an appeal under this section may pass such
order as it may deem just,

19, (1) If a co-operative socicty is unable to pay its debts to a bank from
which it has borrowed, by reason of its members defaulting in the payment of the
moneys due by them, the bank may dicect the committee of such society to pro-

ceed against such members by taking action under the Uttar Pradesh Co-operative
Societies Act, 1963,

(2) If the committee of the co-operative society fails to proceed agaiast its
defaulting members within a period of ninety days from the date of receipt of such
direction from the bank, the bank itself may proceed against such defaulting mem-
bers, in which event, the provisions of the Uttar Pradesh Co-operative Societies
Act, 1965, the rules and the bye-laws made thereunder shall apply as if all refe-

rences to the society or its committee in the said provisions, rules and bye-
laws were references to the bank. . 5

(3Y Where a bank has obtained a decree or award against a co-opsrative
socieiy indebted to it the back miy procesd to recover such moneys firstly from
the assets of ths co-operative society and secoadly from the members of the co-
operative soziety to the extent of their debts due to the society.

20. The Registrar shall draw the attention of the bank financing a’ co-
operative sotiety to the defects noticed in every audit or inquicy or inspection of
such society conducted under Chapter VII[ of the Uttar Pradesh Co-operative
Societies Ant, 1955 and shall also supply a copy each of such audit, inqriry or
inspection report if demanded, in writing, by the bank.
