ACT 

Further to amend the Varanaseya Sanskrit Vishvavidyalaya Act, 1956, with a 
view to making provisions, with retrospective effect from July 1, 1965, 
for the holding of examinations and the conferment and award of degrees 
by the Varanaseya Sanskrit Vishvavidyalaya, in the subject of Ayurved, 
and with immediate effect, for the taking over, in the public interest for 
a limited period the management of Ayurvedic College, from the Vishva- 
vidyalaya, by the State Government for a limited period and for matters 
connected therewith or incidental thereto. 

IT ts HEREBY enacted in the Twenty-third Year of the Republic of India 
as follows : 

1. This Act may be called the Varanaseya Sanskrit Vishvavidyulaya Short title. 
(Amendment) Act, 1972. 

2. In section 26 of the Varanaseya Sanskrit Vishvavidyalaya Act, 19510, 
hereinafter referred to as the principal Act, after sub-section (4), the following 
sub-section shall be inserted and be deemed to have been inserted with effect 
from July 1, 1965, namely 

"(5) The Vishvavidyalaya may have a department of teaching tO 
provide instruction in the subject of Ayurved and prescribe courses and 
hold examination in that. subject, •and institute and confer or award 
degrees to candidates successful at such examinations whether or not 
provision is made in that behalf in the Statutes and the Ordinances, 
anything provided in the foregoing sub-sections or in sections 4, 6, 28 
and 30, notwithstanding." 

3. In section 44 of the principal Act, after sub-section (6), the following section ntiument of 

sub-section shall be inserted, namely :— 

"(7) For so long as the management and control of the Ayurvedic 
College stands, by virtue of the provisions of section 47-A, vested in the 
State Government,— 

the said College shall be an affiliated College, and nothing 
contained in sub-section (1), sub-section (3) or sub-section (6) shall 
apply in relation to it 

the Principal of the said College shall ex officio be a member 
of the Karyakarini Parishad, anything contained in section 22 
notwithstanding." 

4. After section 47 of the principal Act, the following section shall be Insertion 	of 

inserted, namely :7 	 new section 47-A.

pharmacy, lecture-room or museum and any equipment, stores, drugs, 

useries and other assets pertainhig thereto, shall stand transferred 

to and vested in the State Government, and all such properties and 

assets shall continue to he utilised for the purposes for which they 

were utilised or intended to be utilised immediately before the 
appointed day ; 

all lands, buildings, furniture, fittings, fixtures and other assets 

of the Vislivitlyalaya which immediately before the appointed 

day were wholly or partly used for purposes of the said college 

shall continue to be so used for the said purposes ; 

all disciplinary powers (which shall be deemed to include 

the power to terminate or suspend any contract of service) in 

relation to whole-time employees of the Vishavitlyalaya employed 

immediately before the appointed day in connection with the affairs 

of the- said College, and the power to appoint new employees in 

connection with the affairs of the said College shall vest in the State 

Government or any person specified by it in substitution for the 

Vislivavidyalaya or its officers or authorities ; 

for the purpose of giving effect to the provisions of this 

section, the State Government may by order published in die Gazette 

make such additions, amendments or omissions, as it may deem to 

be necessary or expedient, in any Statute, Ordinance or Regulation 

made under this Act, and any such addition, amendment or omission 

may be made with retrospective effect from a date not earlier than 

the appointed day. 

If for purposes of clause (c) of sub-section (I) , a question arises 

as to whether any person was an employee of the Vislividyalaya 

employed in connection with the affairs of the said College immediately 

before the appointed day it shall be decided by the State Government, 

whose decision shall be final. 

Every order made tinder clause (d) of sub-section (I) shall be 

laid, as soon as may be, before both the Houses of the State Legislature." 

5. The Varanaseya Sanskrit Vishvidyalaya (Amendment) Ordinance, u

1972, is hereby repealed.
