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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

With a view to encouraging privaie sector to participate in the field of higher education, it has
been decided to establish and incorporate a teaching University by the name of GLA University, at Mathura
in Uttar Pradesh sponsored by Shri Jagannath Prasad Ganeshi Lal Bajaj Charitable Trust Samiti Mathura .
Registered under the Society Registration Act, 1860 (Central Act No. 21 of 1860), so as to provide to the
students and teachers the necessary atmosphere and facilities for the promotion of innovations leading to
proper structuring of courses, now methods of teaching and learning and integral development of
personality.

The GLA University Utiar Pradesh Bill, 2009 is introduced accordingly.
