(a) "company" means any body corporate and includes a firm or other

6. Notwithstanding anything contained 'in section 29 of the Code of 
Criminal Procedure, 1973, it shall be lawful for any Metropolitan Magistrate 
or Judicial Magistrate of the first class to pass a sentence of fine ,exceeding five 
thousand rupees on any person punishable under section 4, 

7. (1) The Director or any other officer authorised by the State Govern-
ment in this behalf may, with such assistance as may be necessary, enter and 
search any place used or suspected to be used in connection with the commission 
of any offence punishable under this Act.
