IT Is I lEkERY enacted in the Twenty-third Year of the Republic of India as 
follows :- 

1. (1) This Act may be called the Uttar Pradesh Basic Education Act, 
1972. 

(2) It extends to the whole of Uttar Pradesh.

The members of die Board other than ex officio members shall ordi-
narily be entitled to hold office for the period specified in the order of appoint-
ment, unless the appointment is terminated earlier by the State Government : 

Provided that any member, other than an ex officio member, may at any 
time by notice in writing addressed to the State Gottrnment resign his office. 

During any vacancy in the membership of the Board the continuing 
members may act as if no vacancy had occurred. 

No act or proceeding of the Board shall be deemed to be invalid by 
reason merely of any vacancy in or any defect in the constitution of the Board. 

.4. (1) Subject to the provisions of this Act it shall be the function 
of the Board to organise, co:ordinate and control .  the imparting of basic educa-
tion and teachers' training therefor in the State, to raise its standards and to 
correlate it with the system of education as a whole in the State. 

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions of sub-section (1) 
the Board shall, in particular, have power— 

to prescribe the courses of instruction and books for basic educa-
tion and teachers' training therefor ; 

Ao conduct the junior high school and basic training certificate 
examinations and such other examinations as the State Government may

to recognise, subject to such conditions as it thinks fit to impose.

didates for admission to examination conducted by the Board, and to 
withdraw or suspend such recognition and to inspect, and exercise super-
intendence over such institutions ; 

(d) to exercise supervision and control over basic schools, normal 
schools, basic training certificate units and the State Thstinne of Educa-
tion; 

(0 to prepare schemes for the development, expansion and improve-
ment of and research in basic education in any district or in the State 
or in any part thereof ; 

to acquire, hold and dispose of any property, whether movable, 
or immovable and in particular, to accept gift of any building or equip-
ment of any basic school or normal school on such conditions as it thinks 
fit

The rules for the recruitment of teachers of basic schools belonging to 
a local body slfall provide for the constitution of a selection committee which 
shall consist of the District Basic Education Officer as Chairman and a repre-
sentative of the local body concerned and a Principal of a Government Inter-
mediate College nominated by the Director as other members, and also for the 
exercise of disciplinary control over them by the District Basic Education Officer, 
subject to the superintendence of the Director.

(2) Subject to any general or special order or the State Government, the 
Board shall have the power, subject to-the provisions of this Act, to spend such 
stint as it may think lit on objects or for purposes amhorised by this Act.

.taroper and every such teacher, officer or other employee shall discharge those 
ninctiOns accOitlingly. 

. (2) Nothing. in sub-section (I) Shall apply to any teacher, officer or other 
employee, who by notice in writing in that behalf to the State Government 
within.  a period of two months from the appointed day intimates his option for 
hot brimming an employee of the Board, and where any employee gives such 
nOtice, his service under the local body shall stand determined with effect front 
the appointed day and he shall be entitled to compensation from the local body, 
which shall be as follows : — 

in the case of a permanent employee, a sum equivalent to his salary 
(including all allowances) for a period of three months or for the rernain-
ing period of Ids service, whichever is less ; 

in the case of a temporary employee, a stun equivalent to hiX 
salary (including all allowances) for one month or for the remaining 
period of his service, whichever is less. 

(3) Notwithstanding anything in sub-section (1), any person referred to 
therein)  who becomes an employee of the Board shall be liable to be transferred 
from the school or from the local area in which he was employed immediately 
before the appointed clay to any other school or institution belonging to Board 
Or. as the Case .may be, to any other local area at the same remuneration and 
oh the same other terms and conditions of service as governed him immediately 
before such transfer.: 

Provided that no teacher of a basic school belonging to a local body shall 
be transferred to a basic School belonging to any other local body except with his 
consent. 

If any question arises whether the services of any person stand trans-
ferred to the Board under sub-section -0) or as to the remuneration and other 
terms and conditions of service of such employee iinmediately before the 
appointed day, it shall be decided by the State Government whose decision shall 
be final. 

Any provident fund maintained by any local body for the employees 
:referred to in sub-section (I), alongwith all contributions of such employees 
as well as of the local body which ought to have been but have not been depo-
sited therein before the appointed day, shall Be u'ansferred by the local body 
to the Board, which shall hold it in trust for die employees concerned in accor-
dance with the terms and conditions governing such fund. 

The transfer of services.  of any employee to the Board under sub- 
section (I) shall not entitle any such employee to any compensation and no 
such claim shall be entertained by any Court, tribunal or authority. 

10. (I) For each district, there shall be established a Committee to be

The Board shall consult the Committee on such matters as the 
State Government may, by general or special order direct, and may also consult 
it on any other matter.

(4) On receipt of a recommendation under clause (a) of sub-section (3) in respect of any basic,school. the Board may withdraw the recognition of that 

school. 
(5) If on receipt of a recommendation under clause (b) of sub-section (3) in respect of any basic school, the Board is satisfied that the affairs of the school are being mismanaged or that the local body to which the school belongs has wilfully or persistently failed in the performance of its duties in respect thereof, the Board may by order direct the District Basic Education Officer to take over for such period not exceeding five years as may be specified in the order, the management of the school, including management. of the land, buildings, funds and other assets pertaining to die school to the exclusion of the local body, and thereupon, the District Basic Education Officer, shall, subject only to such restric- dons as )the Board may itnpose 	 th , have in relation to e management  of the

Any notification under sub-section (8) may contain such provisions for adaptation, for the duration of die period of its operation, of the law by which the local body is constituted, as may be necessary to give effect to the direction referred to in sub-section (8), and may also contain such supple-'mental, incidental and consequential provisions as the State Government may
