AN
ACT

to amend the Ultar Pradesh Tendu Patta (Vyapar Viniyaman) Adhiniyam, 1972

It 1s nErERY enacted in the Twenty-third Year of the Republic of India
as follows :—

1. This Act may be called the Uttar Pradesh Tendu Paua (Vyapar
Viniyaman) (Sanshodhan) Adhiniyam, 1975

9, In section 1 of the Uttar Pradesh Tendu Patta (Vyapar Viniyaman)
Adhiniyam, 1972, hercinafter referred to as the principal Act, for sub-section (3).
the following subsection shall be substitufed and be deemed always to have
been substituted, namely :—

“(3) It shall be decmed to have come into force, in the districts of
Allahabad, Mirzapur, Banda, Hamirpar, Jhansi and Varanasi on March 2,
1972, and shall comc into force in the vest of Uttar Pradesh on such
date as the State Government may by notification in the Gazetle, appoint,
and different dates may be appointed for different areas of Uttax Pradesh.”

8. ‘In section 2 of the principal Act. for clause (f) the following clause
shall be substituied and be deemed always to have been substituted, namely —

“(f) ‘year’ means the year beginning on the fust day of January ;"

" 4. Section § of the principal Act shall be re-numbered and be deemed
always to have been re-numbered as sub-section (1) thercof, and after sub-
section (1) as so re-numbered, the following sub-sections shall be inserted and
be deemed always to have been inserted, namely :—

“(2) Notwithstanding anything in sub-section (1) the State Govern-
ment or an officer of the State Government authorised by it in that bchalf
may on such terms and conditions and in such manner as may be
prescribed,--

(6) permit any person, who had purchased {endu leaves in the
year 1971 or earlier,—-

(i) to sell such Jeaves to any person other than the State
Government or an officer or agent referred to in clause (¢) ot
sub-section (1), and permit any person  other than such
Government, officer or agent to purchase the said leaves; or

(ii) to wansport such leaves to any place within Uttar Pradesh
or to export them outside Uttar Pradesh ; or

() permit any person referred to in sub-clause (iii) of clause (¢)
of sub-section (1) to sell within Uttar Pradesh any iendu leavcs
which he has been unable to utjlise in the manufacture of bidis
within Uttar Pradesh or, as the case may he, to export outside
Uttar Pradesh ; or

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() permit any person, who has purchased any tendu leaves out
side Uttar Pradesh 1o bring them inside the State either for manu-
facture of bidis within the State or for transporting them elsewhere
outside Uttar Pradesh ; or

{(d) permit any person, who has purchased any tendu leaves
within Uttar Pradesh outside any area to which this Act applies
to transport them to any area to which this Act applies for the
manufacture of bidis.

{3) A person o whom a permit referred to  in sub-dlause (iiiy of
clause (c) of subsection (1) or in subsection (2) is granted shall be
liable to payment of such fee as snay be prescribed.”

Amendment  of 5. In section 7 of the principal Act, in sub-section (1), the words “from
section 7, growers of tendu leaves” shall be omitted and be deemed always to have been
omitted.

Amendment  of 6. In section 18 of the principal Act—
eection 18.

{i) in subsection (1), for the words “may make rules” the words
“may by notification in the Gazette make rules” shall be substituted and
be deemed always to have been substituted ;

(i) in subsection (2), in clause (d). the words “for transport of
tendu leaves” shall be omitted and be deemed always to have been
omiited, and at the end, following words shall be inserted, namely :—

“and the fees payable for such permits ;"

(i) after sub-section (3) the following sub-section shall be inserted,
namely :—

“(4) Notwithstanding anything in  sub-section (8), any rules
made within one year from the commencement of this Act may be
made rewospectively to a date not earlier than the commencement
of this Act.”

Amendment  of 7. Section 21 of the principal Act, shall be re-numbered as sub-section (1)
seetion 21 thereof and after sub-section (1) as so re-numbered, the following sub-section
shall be inserted, namely :—

“(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any action taken
untder the said Ordinance, shall be deemed to have been done
or taken under this Act, as if this Act was in force at all material times.”

Validation. 8. Notwithstanding any judgment, decree or order of any Court, any-
thing done or purporting to bhe done or any action taken or purporting to
be taken under the provisions of section 5 of the principal Act, with respect
to tendu leaves grown in  the year 1971 or earlier shall be deemed to be as
valid and effective as it the amendments made in sections 5 and 7 of that
Act by this Act were in force at all material times.
