IT 1S HEREBY enacied in the: Sixty ﬁfth Year of the Republlc of India as- follows -

1. This Act may be called the Jaypec Umversny, Anoopshahr, Uttar Pradesh ~ Shontitle

{q) “Teacher of the Univérsity” means - Professors, Readers, Associate
Professors, Assistant Professor, Lecturers and such other persons as may be
appointed for imparting education/instructions, or conducting research in the
University and are designated as Teachers by the Ordinances;

(r) “Tréasurer”, “Registrar’, “Deputy Regislrar", f‘Fiﬁance dfﬁcer”, Controller
of Examinations”, “Librarian” or, “Procter” means respectively the '
Treasurer, the Registrar, the Deputy Registrdr, the Finance Officer, the

Controlier of Examination, the Librarian or the Prector of the University;

(s) “Trust” means Jaiprakash Sewa Sansthan (JSS) a ‘not for profit’ Trust

(t) “Univérsity” means the Jaypee University, Anoopshahr, Uttar Pradesh under
séctiou 3.

3. (1) There shall be established University at Anoopéhahr im Uttar Pradesh

by the Trust, by the name of Jaypee University, Anoopshahr.

(gj standard and. conditions set by University Grants Comumission (UGQ),

(h) undénake to establish the provident fund: for the \employees of the
University and to introduce other welfare schemés; '

(i) make the Statutes and the Ordinance for the administration and

Government to be
fulfilled before the establiéhmem of the University;

(k) any arrangements made by the University shall not differ from the
provisions of the act and regulations of the UGC.
