STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Uttar Pradesh Water Supply and Scwerage Act, 1975 (U.P. Act no. 43 of 1975) has been

enacted to provide for the establishment of a_Corporation, authorities and organizations for the ‘

. devclopment and regulation of water supply and sewerage services and for matters connected therewith.

The Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam was formed under the aforesaid Act, 1975 as a body corporate with ' ]

_ perpetual succession and as a local authority for all purposes. Due to the increased workload of the said Jal '
_ Nigam and in order to ensure effective implementation of the schemes related to rural water supply and
sewerage in the State, it has been felt that there is a requirement of separate corporations for urban and

-. rural areas in the State. In view of the above, it has been decided to divide the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal
Nigam into Uttar Pradesh Jal ngam {Urban) and Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam (Rural) by amending the
-aforesmd Act. '

. The Uttar Pradesh Water Supply and Sewerage (Amendment) Bill, 2021 is" introduced
