ORDER
The writ petition has been filed praying this Court for issuance of a
Writ of Mandamus directing the respondents to permit the petitioner to
conduct devotional drama namely Sri Madurai Veeran as a part of the
Konnaiyur Sri Muthumariamman Temple Festival on 28.3.2014 at about
10.00pm to 6.00 am.

2.By consent, the writ petition itself is taken wup for final
disposal.

3.Heard the 1learned counsel appearing for the petitioner and the
learned Government Advocate appearing for the respondents.

4.In the affidavit, it has been stated that the Petitioner is a
resident of Bagavandipatti wvillage, Ponnamaravathi Taluk, Pudukkottai
District. 1In his village, there is a famous temple by name Konnaiyur Sri
Muthumariamman Temple and every vyear, the wvillagers used to celebrate
Panguni Thiruvizha in the said temple in the Tamil month of Panguni. In
this vyear also, the wvillagers have decided to celebrate the said
festival on 28.03.2014. Along with other cultural programmes and poojas,
the wvillagers have decided to conduct Sri Madurai Veeran drama on

28.03.2014. Hence, they sought for permission from the second
respondent, but the second respondent has stated that loud speakers
cannot Dbe wused, since the election rules are 1in force. Hence, the

Petitioner has come forward with the present Writ Petition.

https://hcservices.&qutsgdwiphcseryitedln  the matter 1is taken up for hearing, the learned
Government Advocate submitted that permission was already granted to
conduct the drama wviz., Sri Madurai Veeran, but only the use of loud
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speakers 1is prevented. He would further submit that instead of loud
speakers, the petitioner may be permitted to use box speakers without
decibel sound. He also submitted that on an earlier occasion, this Court
by accepting the submission of the learned Government Advocate, imposed
23 conditions to conduct Adal Padal programme and if the same conditions
are 1imposed the respondents will consider the application of the
petitioner. The conditions imposed by this Court on an earlier writ
petition are as follows:

6.The learned counsel appearing on behalf of the petitioner submits
that he would abide by all the above said 23 conditions, which are
enumerated by the respondent Police.

7.In view of the submission made by the learned Government Advocate,
this Court directs the second respondent to grant permission to celebrate
the drama viz., "Sri Madurai Veeran" on 28.03.2014 by using box speakers
with low decibel sound and by imposing the above said conditions.
Further, this Court directs the second respondent police to pass
necessary orders 1incorporating the conditions as enumerated above.

8.The writ petition is disposed of with the above directions. No
