This twelfth application under Section 439 of Cr.P.C. has been
filed for grant of bail. Eleventh application of the applicant was
dismissed on merits by order dated 05.07.2021.

The applicant has been arrested on 01.06.2016 in connection
with Crime No.477/2016 registered at Police Station — Kotwali Distt.
Shivpuri for offence under Section(s) 302, 307, 394 of IPC and
Section 11/13 of MPDVPK Act and Section 25/27(3) of Arms Act.

By order dated 20.11.2020 passed in M.Cr.C. No.43708/2020,
this Court had directed the Trial Court to conclude the Trial within a
period of nine months from the said date. However, it appears that no
progress took place. From the order-sheets which have been filed by
the applicant, it was found that the applicant never filed the copy of
the order dated 20.11.2020 passed in M.Cr.C. No. 43708/2020 before
the Trial Court. However, since a copy of the order is also being sent
by the Registry of this Court by E-mail, therefore, a report was called
from the Trial Court as to whether the Trial Court had ever received
the copy of the order passed in M.Cr.C. No0.43708/2020 or not.

In response, the following report has been given by the Trial
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From the report submitted by the Trial Court, it appears that
System Analyst, District Court, Shivpuri had received a copy of the
order through E-mail but it appears that he never forwarded the same
to the Trial Court. This lapse on the part of the System Analyst,
District Court, Shivpuri is serious.

Accordingly, the District and Sessions Judge, Shivpuri is
directed to look into the matter and to take necessary action against

the erring employee as well as to ensure that from today onwards, all

the orders received from the High Court are immediately forwarded
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to the concerned Court without any delay latest within a period of
two days from the date of receipt of E-mail.

So far as the facts of the present case are concerned, previous
bail applications have already been considered on merits and even the
applicant did not file the copy of the order dated 20.11.2020 passed
in M.Cr.C. No.43708/2020 before the Trial Court, accordingly, no
case is made out for grant of bail.

The application fails and is hereby dismissed.

However, the Trial Court is directed to make every endeavour
to decide the trial within a period of nine months from today. It shall
be the duty of the concerning Clerk posted in the District Court,
Shivpuri to ensure that a copy of the order passed today, which would
be sent by the Registry of this Court through E-mail, is positively
placed before the Trial Court.

Counsel for the applicant is also directed to file a certified
copy of this order before the Trial Court for necessary information
and compliance.

The Registry of this Court is directed to supply a hard copy of
this order to the District and Sessions Judge, Shivpuri for necessary
information and compliance.
